Earthquake Evacuation Procedures on Campus

1. Evacuation Criteria (JMA Seismic Intensity 5-Lower or Higher)

+ Significant shaking: If shaking is strong enough that it is difficult to remain standing.

+ Instructions: When an evacuation order is issued via campus broadcast or by faculty and staff.

- Situational Judgment: Even if no broadcast is made, if you judge that your safety is at risk due to building damage
(cracks, falling objects), fire, or aftershocks, evacuate following the instructions of faculty and staff.

- Evacuation Site: The Sports Ground (Ground).

2. During the Shaking

+ Take shelter under a desk, hold onto its legs, and protect your head and neck.
« If no desk is available, stay low to the ground and protect your head with a bag or similar item.
+ Stay away from windows. If time permits, close curtains or blinds to prevent glass from scattering.

- Do not move while the shaking is strong. (Do not rush toward exits prematurely.)

3. After the Shaking Stops (Safety Check)

- Assess your surroundings for safety. Stay away from falling objects, broken glass, or cracks in walls.

« If there are injured persons, inform the instructor or nearby faculty and staff immediately. Receive first aid

if necessary.

+ In case of injury, contact the Health Center (072-956-9957 / Ext. 6111).

4. Carrying Out Evacuation (Upon Instructions from Faculty and Staff)

- Do not use elevators.

- Evacuation Rules: No Pushing, No Running, No Talking, No Going Back.

+ Move down stairs in a single file line and use handrails to prevent falls and falling over each other.
+ Avoid falling debris and glass; follow the safest designated route.

- Do not act solely on your own judgment; follow the guidance of your instructor or staff members.

5. After Evacuation (At the Evacuation Site)

- Gather at the designated area and answer the roll call conducted by your instructor.

- If anyone is missing, report it to the instructor. Do not go back to search for them on your own.

- If you are injured or feel unwell, report it to the nearest faculty or staff member immediately.

- Remain at the site until instructed otherwise by the instructor or site coordinator. Do not go home without

permission.
